MISTAKES – LET’S ENCOURAGE THEM – REALLY?
Today’s youth make mistakes … it’s one way to learn.  They aren’t the only ones. How many have you made?  Every Friday I receive a wonderful story that inspires and teaches.  This one is a great lesson for all of us.

“Tom Watson Sr. was the guiding hand in the success of IBM for forty years. He knew the risks associated with business and the value of learning from mistakes. One year a young executive was given responsibility for a project that cost over $10 million. As it turned out, the idea failed, and when the young man was called in, he offered his resignation.

"You can't be serious," said Watson. "We've just spent $10 million educating you!"
Who else made mistakes?
· When Thomas Edison was trying to invent the electric light, he made thousands of "mistakes" before he had any success. The discovery of rubber vulcanization was made by accident. 
· Gail Borden made countless business blunders before achieving success with condensed milk. 
· Levi Strauss made the mistake of selling his entire supply of dry goods, leaving him with only canvas to make pants from. 
· Milton Hershey failed more than once in the candy making business before finding success with the Hershey bar.

Almost every enterprise has experienced its share of mistakes. Mistakes are a tool of learning. Although repeating mistakes is foolish, a legitimate try that turns sour should be accepted as part of the process moving forward to a better idea. Those who adhere to the old adage, "If you are not making mistakes, you are not making progress" are frequently the persons who make the biggest advancements in business. We have a natural tendency to avoid trial and error, and often find risk-taking to be unsettling. Yet, it is those who take calculated risks who reap the benefits. As Edward J. Phelps so aptly stated, "The man who makes no mistakes does not usually make anything."

Ask yourself, “Are you so afraid of making mistakes that you are shielding yourself from success?”
I remember reading a story about a scientist who had won a prestigious award, (wish I could remember his name).  What he said when asked who his first teacher was impressed me to not only make mistakes but to encourage others to do so also.

“My mother was my first teacher. For example: I remember dropping a plastic container on the floor and spilling milk everywhere. Instead of chastising and punishing me she said, “Well, isn’t this an interesting experience? Your little hands obviously had trouble holding that container properly. What shall you choose to clean up the milk? A mop, paper towel, a rag?”  

”I chose a rag and with her help proceeded to clean up the milk.  She then continued with, “Now, let’s practice handling the container a few times so you can master it.”

“She then filled the container with sand and after my third attempt, I managed to get the container out of the fridge and onto the table without dropping it. I then practiced with water so I could learn how to pour without spilling. I very quickly mastered getting and proudly pouring myself, and my mother, a glass of milk.  Because of her, I was never afraid to make a mistake.”

Wow!  What a mother.  What a lesson. How many times have you heard a child, even adults, being yelled at, being called stupid, clumsy, etc. because s/he hadn’t mastered something? It’s VERY hard to master something, anything, when filled with fear.

”As their vacation in the US drew to a close, nearly three weeks had gone by and Carlin still refused to walk. Marilyn decided to take Carlin back to the hospital. The doctor looked at the X-Rays and talked a bit to Carlin's parents. Then he asked Carlin what happened.

"I fractured my femur," she said, proud to know such technical terms.

"Can you walk on it?" he asked.

"No!" she said. "That would hurt!"

"Hmmm," he said. "Can you show me how you USED to walk on it?"

"Sure," Carlin said. She got up and strolled across the room. When she turned around, she wore a peculiar expression of gratification and surprise.

"Now, does that really hurt?" the doctor asked.

"Oh, yes," she said, with a conspiratorial smile. But her face gave her away.

"I think it's OK for you to walk from now on," the doctor said.

”So she did, and now she's bipedal again.

Exaggerating, or taking a truth out of proportion, is one of the evils of communication.  Here are some of the top reasons why people feel the need to exaggerate:

· they want to sound more interesting

· they want more sympathy from the listener

· they want to embellish their point and make it more convincing

· they want to use the power of numbers to get the point across, even if it means lying about the numbers

The fact is exaggerating is lying, or "stretching the truth".  No good ever comes from lying.

Here are some forms of exaggeration that you should avoid.

Obvious Exaggeration                                                                                                                                 This is where the listener knows immediately the speaker is exaggerating because the statement is impossible.  
Example - "There's like a million people downstairs waiting for you." This is a somewhat childish statement that does not give the listener a true idea of the actual number and often leads to the follow-up question, "How many...really?"
Absolute Exaggeration                                                                                                                        This is where the speaker uses words such as, "all", "everybody" or "always".  These statements are often made out of desperation or anger and do not give the listener a true sense of the situation.                                                                                                                                  Example -"Everybody is upset about today's meeting". Chances are all 68 staff members are not upset, just a few are.  What the speaker is doing is making assumptions based on a few samples, or in many cases, her own opinion.
Indirect Exaggeration                                                                                                                            This is where the speaker will answer a question or make a statement in an attempt to lean the listener to an idea or way of thinking.                                                                                                  Example - If a husband and wife are talking about going out or staying in for the evening and the wife says, "Well, it is almost six o'clock so we will have to wait anywhere we go." 
This indirectly tells the husband that she does not want to go out.  

How can we say that?  
For one thing, the wife is using absolute exaggeration by stating there will be a wait "anywhere".  In addition, the time is actually 5:35, not quite "almost six o'clock".  People tend to "bend time" on their side when they want to indirectly make a statement or prove a point.
The one area where exaggeration is appropriate is in comedy.  Comedians, writers, and others who are looking to use humor, find exaggeration a useful tool.  If you do use exaggeration for this reason, just be sure it is obvious to your audience and not deceptive.

Avoiding exaggerating will keep your statements honest and people will respect you more for it.  In addition, it is better communication to say what you mean and avoid follow-up questions.  Knowing when others are exaggerating and seeing through their statements to the real meaning will also help you to be a better communicator.

ENTHUSIASM – THE TRUE MEANING

One sign of good communicator and great public speaker is ENTHUSIASM.  What does that word truly mean?  I always got 10 out of 10 for Enthusiasm on my Annual Personal Evaluation Report in the military.  I thought it was because I was a great cheerleader, team player, etc.  It wasn’t until I left the physical military world to embrace the spiritual one that I learned the true meaning … funny note, I found it in The National Enquirer, the last place one would think to find inspiration.  One simple line that gave me a FANTASTIC AH HA!  I’ll tell you what I read at the end of this article.

The source of the word "enthusiasm" comes from the Greek word enthousiasmos, which ultimately comes from the adjective entheos, “having the god within,” formed from en, “in, within,” and theos, “god.”  Since its introduction in the English language in the early fifteenth century, its meaning has become disassociated with religion and god (the word god is "a god" and not "the God", because of its Greek origin) and now means great excitement for, or interest in, a subject or cause.  
I generally do not think the modern day definition of the word does it justice. Enthusiasm is NOT the same as just being excited.  Being enthusiastic about something is very much like being inspired by a supreme being.  One gets excited about going on a roller coaster.  One becomes enthusiastic about building a roller coaster.  Enthusiasm is excitement with inspiration, motivation, and a pinch of creativity. It is this excitement, or the feeling of having a god (or the God) within oneself, which is the fuel by which success is powered.
Enthusiasm will empower you to do just about anything you want, but most of all it will help you do it exceptionally well.  The feeling of enthusiasm has amazing effects on the physical body as well.  Voice, posture, heart rate and energy, to name a few, are all positively affected when one is filled with enthusiasm.  Those around you easily detect this enthusiasm.  When another finds you enthusiastic about something, it is difficult for that person not to share some of your enthusiasm.  This is incredibly important when selling a product, service, or idea to others.  With enthusiasm, your success rate increases phenomenally.

Enthusiasm springs from desire and passion.  It is difficult to become enthusiastic about something such as taking out the garbage, but certainly possible.  For example, an inventor on his quest to automate the taking-out-garbage process could enthusiastically take out the garbage over and over--the source of his enthusiasm being the idea of revolutionizing the garbage industry.  A great way to become enthusiastic is to visualize a time when you were enthusiastic about something.  Think about what you were feeling, what you were seeing, and what you were hearing.  Replay the "scene" in your head until you begin to start feeling the enthusiasm once more.

Use words, body language, and visual aids to share your ideas.  Use enthusiasm to share your feelings.  The ability to allow others to share in your passion, even if temporarily, is priceless.
